Art of the Pacific
Islands, an interactive CD-ROM, presents over 100 of the finest examples of art from the Pacific region,
including carvings from Melanesia, storyboards from Micronesia, and tapa and feather cloaks from
Polynesia. Created by the Pacific Center for the Arts and Humanities at PREL in collaboration with the
Consortium for Pacific Arts and Cultures (CPAC), Art of the Pacific Islands is an education resource that
truly makes Pacific images come alive in the classroom.

In addition to photographs of art, the CD includes museum photos, contemporary video segments, and
music. Artifacts are accompanied by historical and cultural descriptions and can be accessed by country,
usage, or keyword, making it easy to incorporate Pacific Island art into different disciplines at a variety of
grade levels. Also included is a short instructional video to help teachers facilitate discussions about art.
Classes in art, social studies, geography, history, humanities, health, and the environment will be
enriched by this material, as will curricula organized across disciplines.
