Profile of Reading Instructional Practices

Grades K-3

The Profile of Reading Instructional Practices is a simple way for you to examine your implementation of research-based instructional practices. The profile allows you to self-reflect on your instructional practices as well as creates opportunities for others to observe you. 

The profile includes two parts. The first part is the Expanded Profile of Reading Instructional Practices. This piece defines specific research-supported practices and behaviors that are categorized according to major instructional areas. It is a guide to use during your classroom observation(s) with an area for comments. Rate the teaching behaviors listed in Expanded Profile through classroom observations of literacy instruction. The teaching behaviors or evidence should be observed when the educator is working with the whole group, small groups, or individual students.

The second piece, Snapshot Profile of Reading Instructional Practices, is a simplified version of Expanded Profile. It allows multiple observers to record and compare the growth in the same reading behaviors and practices of an educator. Statements are written in the left-hand column. Circle the codes that you think best match your instructional practices in the self-reflection column before you are observed. Your observer will circle the code that he/she thinks best matches your practices in the peer check column. An additional observer may fill out the other column.

You are encouraged to become familiar with both parts of the profile prior to conducting your observations. 

The following codes are used in the Snapshot Profile:

	Definition

	NS
	Educator has completed professional reading but has not started implementation.

	B
	Educator has completed professional reading and is beginning to implement the concept in his/her classroom. The activity shows signs of being started but is not totally achieved, and/or there is clear evidence that the activity is started.

	C
	Educator is consistently implementing the concepts.

	NA
	Activity is not applicable to the developmental level of the children observed.
